A PAVILION AND A FAMILY WORTH VISITING: THE BARBEES OF ISLE OF HOPE

The old Isle of Hope streetcar still rocked along its tracks in
the early 1940s when vigilant Sisters of Mercy just barely
managed to keep their charges seated inside the open-air
vehicle. The children and their teachers were headed for an
annual picnic, the last gasp of the school year, at Camp Villa
Marie. Near their destination was Barbee's Pavilion, located on
the banks of the Skidaway River, where terrapins - doomed to
be future dinner delicacies - were on view for prospective
buyers. Given the early ties of the Barbee family with the
Cathedral, the children's yearly visit to the area seems quite
appropriate.

Barbee family members were communicants of Saint John the
Baptist Church, Savannah, before it became a Cathedral.

Natives of Saint Augustine, Florida, the Barbees were probably Minorcans, “a group from which so many of Savannah's
first Hispanic families were drawn.” (AUTOCRACY OF THE HEART: CATHOLIC LAY LEADERSHIP IN SAVANNAH, by Thomas Paul
Thigpen). The earliest Saint John's sacramental record of Barbees is the marriage of Francisco Barbee to Magdalena
Hernandez on May 5, 1818. Baptisms of this couple’'s descendants and other Barbee relatives followed.
