Sybil was one of Deltd's first stewardesses. She flew the DC-3 from 1940 until 1943 when she left to assist in the
World War II effort. She was a nursing school graduate before joining Delta, which was a requirement for
stewardesses at that time.

Sybil married Army Captain Wallace Harmon; their daughter Peggy was a Delta flight attendant for 35 years from
06/1973 to 08/2008.
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In 2018, Delta hosted her 102™ birthday party at her retirement home in Acworth, GA. Delta issued the following
statement shortly after her passing: "We're saddened to learn of Sybil Peacock Harmon's passing. Sybil was a beloved
member of the Delta family who left her mark as a member of our first class of flight attendants. We will cherish
her memory and wish her loved ones well in this difficult time."

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Initial Basic Guidelines
e Introduce yourself as a member of Delta Clipped Wings, a 501(c)(3) organization.

e Approach businesses during "OFF PEAK" times. A good time for restaurants is before 1100 and between 1400 and
1700.

e Be polite, but politely persistent - you may have to follow up several times.

¢ Mention benefit of exposure/advertising via our newsletter to 800+ members and through our fundraiser program
brochure.

e For donations with an EXPIRATION DATE, ask the donor to make it at least three (3) months AFTER our
fundraiser date of 03/21/2020.

e Ask about any restrictions, e.g., blackout periods, etc.

To solicit by PHONE
e Ask to speak to the person who makes decisions about charity donations.
e If nooneis available, ask for that person's name and a good time o contact them.
e When you speak to that person, ask if you can send them information by mail, email or drop it off in person.
e Be sure to enter your contact information in the bottom section of the form.

To solicit in PERSON
e  Ask for manager or owner.
e Askif they donate to charities.
e Give them a sponsor letter and donation form.
e Be sure to enter your contact information in the bottom section of the form.

When you receive/pick up the donation form and item
e THANK THEM PROFUSELY. @
e Make sure donor/business address is accurate. Is there asuite #, etc.?
e Verify expiration date and restrictions.
e Make sure they provide an email contact.
¢ Restaurants are the most "undeliverable” thank you notes we get back.
What to do after you receive a donation form and HAVE THE ITEM IN HAND

o Keep the completed form and item together and deliver to one of our “drop-off" points - date and locations TBA.

¢ PLUS,YOU CAN HELP US by entering that item ONLINE at www.deltaclippedwings.org to generate a tax receipt
for the business.

¢ First, log in; then from the NAV bar at the top, click on FORMS and choose FUNDRAISER ITEM DONATION
from the drop-down menu.

¢  Fill-in the upper two (2) sections from the donation form you received.

e The bottom part will have auto-populated with your DCW profile information.

e SUBMIT
e You, as the solicitor, will receive an email confirmation listing the donation item, the donor and all tax information
heeded.

¢ Forward that email with a big THANK YOU to the donor for their records or print it and mail/take it to them.
SHOW great appreciation and give heartfelt thanks to all donors.

ADVISE them they will receive an emailed confirmation receipt for tax purposes OR a hand generated tax receipt
after the fundraiser.

CONSIDER this option if don't have time or don't feel comfortable soliciting: support your favorite business and DCW
by buying a gift card and donating it to the fundraiser.

REMEMBER, don't let the recent tax law changes stop your generosity. Delta Clipped Wings has always been charity-
based and we continue to value the worthiness of our charities through member support of our fundraiser.
